Message from the Mod Director

It’s difficult to believe that entries for this year’s Royal National
Mad in Paisley are due in another month, and in fact some have
already been received in Inverness!

We have made a number of changes to the Rules, and Syllabus
this year, and have suspended some competitions, so please
check on the website www.acgmod.org before sending in your
entries.

As you will see, we have removed some competitions which
have had few entries, or no entries, in the last few years. Other
competitions have been merged in order to create more viable
numbers.

Three new competitions have been introduced to the Junior
Syllabus - one for playing “contemporary traditional” tunes on
the accordion, and two Waulking Song competitions. Following
on from the popularity of the Junior Precenting competitions,
we believe Junior Waulking could be equally successful in
promoting and perpetuating this traditional activity. We have
also introduced a Waulking Song-writing competition for under
19s, which can involve a whole class in composing words and
music - an exciting prospect!

May | draw attention to the change in the Rule for Gaelic
Assessment, whereby competitors in the Gold Medal and
Traditional Medal competitions must have their fluency re-
assessed every three years in order to maintain high standards
of fluency.

We have had meetings with Comunn nan Coisirean, to discuss
Portree Gaelic Choir’'s proposals for changes to Choral
Competitions, and have altered some of the wording in the
Syllabus to reflect the reality of today’s choirs!

We would like to encourage more entries in the Senior Oral
competitions, particularly those which qualify for the Skye
Association Medal. After the two Comunn Gaidhealach Gold
Medals, this is the third Medal which is won on an aggregate
basis, and we believe only one person has ever won all three of
these! I'll leave you to work out who that might be, and also
leave you with the thought that the next winner could be you!

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Atharrachaidhean air Riaghailtean ACG / Changes to Rules

We have made a number of amendments to our rules. Please read through the rules carefully to ensure you are aware of any
amendments which may affect your competitions.
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First prizewinners from Provincial Mods may enter competitions after the closing date, provided the secretary of the Mod sends the
entry, on the official entry form and accompanied by the correct entry fee, within two weeks of the Provincial Mod.

Rural Choirs will be made up from non-urban areas.

Choirs competing in the Lovat and Tullibardine Shield and the Lorn Shield competitions must consist of at least 40% Card holders,
one quarter of whom must be Gold level.

Choirs competing in the Margrat Duncan competition must consist of at least 35% Gaelic speakers,
i.e. Gold, Silver or Bronze card holders

http://www.acgmod.org/nationalmod/gaelic-assessment for full information.

NB. It is expected that learners will make continuous progress in the language with an annual advance through the levels.
Competitors must attain a Bronze Card before entry to the Senior Learners Traditional competition and a Silver Card before entry to
the Silver Pendant qualifying competitions.

Competitors who enter the Gold Medal and Traditional senior competitions must have their fluency levels reassessed every 3 years.
This is to ensure fluency standards at these competitions are maintained at a high level.

All trophies must be returned, cleaned and engraved, to An Comunn Gaidhealach’s office at:
Balnain House, 40 Huntly Street, Inverness, IV3 5HR by 31 July of the following year.
Failure to comply with this instruction will result in the levying of a £10 administration fee for each 30 day overdue period
(or part thereof).
An Comunn Gaidhealach must be informed of any damage or work required to any trophies as early as possible.

All choirs must learn "Suas Leis a' Ghaidhlig" and "Oidhche Mhath Leibh" and the first verse of Psalm 65, to the tune "French".

An Comunn as a Development Organisation

At the 2013 Annual General meeting in Renfrew, it was
suggested that “An Comunn is not a development organisation”
and that the development of the language is more of a focus for
Bord na Gaidhlig and Comunn na Gaidhlig.

Personally, I do not agree. No government or local authority
are capable of developing minority languages. This
development will only occur with the voluntary efforts of those
who speak the language.

With An Comunn we have a membership. Therefore we should
make more use of Gaelic in our daily lives, instead of depending
on the Government.

For example, we can speak Gaelic amongst English speakers.
Say “gabh mo leisgeul,” speak to our friends in Gaelic and then
give them a short translation.

At the same time, serving in cafes, restaurants and pubs is
rather poor, unsual or non-existent.

It should be permitted to use Gaelic at Public Meetings. A
translator would be required. What would this cost?

Furthermore, it is reported that many in the islands are
suffering. Perhaps we can help with this.

There is more to Gaelic than singing, choirs and the Mod. It was
always used for traditional economy and worship purposes. The
Gaels are living in a non-liberal environment in the United
Kingdom and Gaeldom produced many well-known individuals,
such as Colin MacLaren, Alasdair MacKenzie, Lachlan
MacQuarrie and Adam Ferguson.

But the Highlands are changing from na economic tradition of
country people to an economy based on tourism for the people

of the United Kingdom as a whole. Along with this is the steady
decline of Gaelic.

But it’s an emblem of our identity and An Comunn is right to
fight for it. But it will only happen with the efforts of the people,
not the Government.
