It was
interesting to hear the differing views from ex-competitors as
opposed to those who sit in the audience.

To return to the opening proverb, I have no doubt that we will
have a bountiful autumn in 2013.

New Environment Course

A groundbreaking new Gaelic environment course is
to be piloted this summer, giving fluent speakers the
skills and confidence which will allow them to
interpret the Scottish environment through their own
language. Arainneachd, Canan is Dualchas
(‘Environment, Language and Heritage’) is a ten-day
course, consisting of both classroom work and
excursions, and will be based in Staffin on the Isle of

Skye.

The course, which will be vocational rather than
academic in its approach, will concentrate on the
Gaelic view of the environment and will include study
of species names, place-names, habitat and landscape
description, weather, seasons, traditional usages of
various species and elements of general natural
history. There will be an emphasis on how Gaelic oral
tradition, proverbs and literature assist in the
interpretation of the Scottish environment.
