Message from the Chief Executive

Perhaps it is too early in the year to start drawing conclusions
from the first round of Provincial Mods. However, the evidence
so far this year is encouraging. Record entries in Inverness
together with healthy attendances across the country is a cause
for some optimism. Adjudicator feedback certainly supports the
case for Gaelic Medium education.

We have started to invest in an upgrade to the Mod entry
system. A third of the entries this year came through the new
system and it is hoped that in future years we will double, and
then triple, the number of entries coming through this system.
By next year we hope that this system will take the entry
process seamlessly through to the programme database. Once
we are satisfied that the system is completely robust we will
then extend the system to the Provincial Mods. Other features
will include the ability to upload own choice music and also to
download prescribed music.

Through time, as resources become available, we hope to add
an archive section which could open the early minute books of
An Comunn to a wider audience. The various reel to reel tapes
of previous Mods held in store in Inverness will hopefully
become available as the site expands.

Our early analysis of entries for Mod 2013 in Paisley has
assured us that numbers are healthy. We have either removed,
or merged, over twenty competitions from the programme.
These changes have been driven by participation levels over the
last few Mods. Four new competitions appear in the
programme: one piping; one accordion and two song
competitions. Concurrent choral competition will also feature
this year on the Friday afternoon. The Lovat & Tullibardine
competition will run concurrently with the Margrat Duncan
competition.

Finally, I should like to welcome two students: Christy Maclean
from Beauly and Laura Maclean from Point, Lewis to our staff
for the summer. We enjoy the input of our student employees
each summer and we hope that they take equal enjoyment from
being with us during the academic vacations.
