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STANDARD RULES
1 All competitions are OPEN.  Competitions are not restricted to residents within the South West Ross area. Residents outwith the South West Ross area are eligible to enter competitions.

2 All entries for oral, vocal, drama, and instrumental competitions (with copy of own choice words and music), should be returned to the Mod Secretary no later than 14th September 2012.
3 All spoken, sung and written matter must be in Gaelic.

4 A competitor must not sing the same song in more than one competition.

5 If a competitor is likely to be late for a competition, the chairman of the event must be informed in good time.  In such cases, adjudicators will delay closing a competition until all competitors (who have informed the chairman of their delay) have been given a fair chance to perform.

6 The adjudicator may, at any time, call upon a competitor to cease reading, reciting, narrating, singing or playing.

7 Unless otherwise stated, no reading or recitation shall exceed five minutes in delivery.

8 Junior choirs must consist of at least eight and not more than twenty-six voices.

9 Songs may be sung in a key to suit the competitor.

10 Conductors may not sing with their choirs.

11 Competitors must be within the prescribed age group on the date of the South West Ross Mod.

12 In all cases the decision of the adjudicators shall be final.

13 Protests against the eligibility of a competitor must be made to the Mod Secretary before the judgements are announced (or, where possible, before the competition has been started), must be in writing, and must contain a clear statement of the condition infringed and the alleged disqualification.  Protests can only be entered by those interested as competitors in the particular competition in connection with which the protest is raised.
