Standard Rules for Provincial Mod
1. Entries: Competitors in all sections of the syllabus must enter their names with the Mod Secretary Not later than 30th April 2012.  Late entries will not be accepted.  No Competitor will be allowed to compete unless his or her name appears on the programme.
All literary and art work (Junior and Senior) must be done in the presence of a tutor or supervisor and forwarded to the Mod Secretary not later than 11th May 2012 sealed and marked “Literary Competitions” “Art Competitions”.

2. The Local Mod Committee reserves the right to accept or reject any entry without assigning any reason.

3. Competitors may enter more than one competition but must not sing the same song or play the same tune.

4. No fees are payable under any section of the Syllabus.

5. All written, spoken or sung matter must be in Gaelic.  Competitors using translations from English or any other language will be disqualified.  The rule need not apply to Papers or Place Names, which may be accepted in English at the discretion of the Local Committee.

6. Music Competitors singing or playing Airs which are not of a recognised Gaelic origin will be disqualified.  Competitors who may be in doubt as to the eligibility of certain songs or airs may have their doubts resolved by timely application to the Mod Secretary.

7. Junior competitors must be within prescribed age group on 1st October 2012.

8. If a child is being educated through the medium of Gaelic, he/she will be entered in Fluent competitions from the start of Primary 4 of given National Mòd year.  Fluent speakers must not be entered into Learner competitions; however learners may take part in fluent competitions in certain cases (e.g. duets etc).  Pupils attending P4 to P7 Gaelic Medium classes who are entered in Learners’ competitions will be transferred to the equivalent Fluent competition.

9. Junior solo singers are limited to 20 lines.

10. Senior solo singers are limited to 28 lines.
11. The Adjudicator may at any time call on the Competitor to stop reading, reciting, narrating, singing or playing.

12. No reading or recitation shall exceed 4 minutes in delivery

13. In solo competitions (Junior and Senior) no accompanist is allowed, except in the Kennedy-Fraser Competition.  The music should be in a key to suit the soloists.   Staff notation must be provided to the accompanist.
14. Prescribed pieces should be sung in a key to suit the voice.

15. Entry to both Chanter and Bagpipe Competitions by the same competitor will not be allowed.

16. Groups must consist or a minimum of 3 and a maximum of 6 players.

Fiddle Groups can include the following instruments: Fiddle, Viola, Cello, Accordion, Double Bass, Piano or Melodeon.  A member of one group cannot play in another group.

17. Junior choirs must consist of at least 8 and not more than 26 voices.  Senior mixed choirs must consist of at least 16 and not more than 30 voices.  Ladies and male voice choirs must consist of at least 10 and not more than 26 voices.

18. Conductors may Not sing with their choirs.

19. Where Competitors have the option of choosing their own songs, they must supply, no later than 4 weeks before the date of the Mod, two copies (words and music) one with an English translation.  For the Kennedy – Fraser competition a third copy is required for the accompanist on or before Saturday 12th May 2012.  For senior choirs four copies (word and music) are required along with two copies of the translation.  
20. * New Rule for National Mod: Own Choice words and music to be submitted no later than 30th June 2012.
21. In all cases the decision of the judges shall be final.

22. Where 3 or more compete in any competitions at the Mod 3 prizes shall be awarded.  Where 2 compete, 2 prizes and where only 1 competes a prize shall be given provided 75% of the possible marks are obtained.

23. Competitors in Instrumental Competitions may refer to music during the performance as per the Syllabus of the National Mod.  A copy of the music must be available for Adjudicators. 
24. Protests against eligibility of Competitors’ must be made to the Mod Secretary before the results are announced or where possible before the competition has been entered upon and must be in writing and must contain a clear statement of the condition and the alleged disqualification.  Each protest must be accompanied by a deposit of £3.00 which will be returned if the protest is sustained.  The deposit will be forfeited if, on due enquiry, it is found that there has been no infringement of the Conditions of this Syllabus.  Protests can only be entered by those interested as competitors in that particular competition in connection with which the protest is raised.
25. Coaching or miming is strictly forbidden by teachers or members of the audience whilst a competitor is performing.  The Chairman has the authority to request offenders leave the competition.

26. Adjudication; attention is drawn to the fact that oral adjudication by Gaelic and Music judges must be given immediately following each competition for each competitor and marks recorded.
