We recently had a chat with John Joe MacNeil, who has
been our MC for the Taigh Cèilidh a' Mhòid series.  We
wanted to find out his thoughts on lockdown, the Taigh
Cèilidh events and much more.  Here is what he had to say.

Tell us a bit about yourself?
My name is John Joe MacNeil, I’m from Barra originally
although I am currently living in Edinburgh. I work at
Edinburgh University as a Senior Teaching Fellow in Gaelic
Education. I also run the MA in Primary Education with
Gaelic programme.

How has lockdown been?
I must say, I have enjoyed it to an extent. Although there
are some days where I feel a bit lonely and just want to
jump on a plane to Barra! I am keeping busy though. 

What have you missed most?
Well, this is an easy question to answer. I have missed my
family and friends, returning home to Barra and getting
together with friends for a bit of craic.

Have you enjoyed being involved in Taigh Cèilidh a’
Mhòid?
I have thoroughly enjoyed it. What a wealth of singers we
have heard from. I love hearing the songs and all about the
memories the singers share with us from the time they won
their Medals. It is also great to hear performances from
those who are no longer with us, this is a precious gift that
they have left us.

Tha mi smaoineachadh gun tèid mi airson
beulaibh a’ chamara.

Tha thu air a bhith ag obair ann am foghlaim
airson grunn bhliadhnaichean a-nis. Carson a
mholadh tu dha na sgoilearan agad gabhail pàirt
ann am Mòd?
Tha mi air a bhith an lùib foghlam bhon a bha mi gu
math òg, nuair a thòisich mi a’ teagasg aig Fèisean
agus tha mi air a bhith an lùib foghlam foirmeil
airson deich bliadhna. Thoisich mi nam thidsear Bun-
sgoil, bha mi an uairsin nam cheannard agus tha mi
a-nis ag obair anns an oilthigh. Na mo bheachd-sa,
ma tha sinn airson neart a thoirt dhan chànan, ma
tha sinn ag iarraidh bogadh a tha dlùth, feumaidh
cultar agus coimhearsnachd a bhith an teis-
mheadhan sin. Tha ùidh mhòr agam ann an òrain
Ghàidhlig, ceòl Gàidhlig, dannsa, Mòdan, Feisean
agus mar sin air adhart agus tha mi daonan a’
faicinn a bhuaidh a tha sin a’ toirt air sgoilearan,
bho aois gu math òg.  Bha mise cho fortannach nuair
a chaidh mo thogail gun robh mo sheanair agam gu
sònraichte, a bha làn beul-aithris, ach gun robh a’
leithid de chothroman agam anns an sgoil a thaobh
ceòl agus dràma a thug dhòmh spionnadh ann a
bhith a’ cleachdadh na Gàidhlig agus a bhith air mo
bhogadh gu tur anns a’ chànan, anns a’ chultar agus
ann an coimhearsnachd Gàidhlig.

There is a lot of work involved in the live ceilidhs,
you are obviously a bit of a tech guru, is it
complicated?
Had you asked me that question when we first
started doing the ceilidhs, I would have said it was
very complicated!  However, now that we are more
used to it and have a better idea of what it involves,
it is much easier.  Not only is the structure of the
ceilidhs easier but I feel more familiar with all the
technology involved as well and what difficulties may
arise.

Do you prefer being in front of or behind the
camara lens?
I enjoy both. I enjoy learning all the different skills in
working on the technology behind the scenes but on
the other hand, I do enjoy being in front of the
camera delivering a programme. I think I will go for
in front of the camera.

You have been working in the Education sector
for some time now.  Why would you encourage
your pupils to take part in a Mod?
I have been involved in Education from a very young
age, since I started teaching at various Feisean and I
have been involved in formal Education for about 10
years.  I was first a Primary Teacher, then a Head
Teacher and I am now working at the University.  In
my opinion, if we want to strengthen the language,
the culture and community as a whole must be at the
heart of that.  I love Gaelic songs, music, dance,
Mods and the Feisean and I always see the benefit
these things have on children from a very young age.  
I was very fortunate that I had my Grandfather in
particular, who was full of the language and
tradition and that I gained so many opportunities at
school with music and Drama.  All of this encouraged
me to use the language and to live a life full of the
wonferful culture in a Gaelic community.

You won the Traditional Gold Medal in 2017, how
did you feel when you won?
I had taken part in the Gold Medal competition the
day before.  It had been such a busy week and I was
not feeling great.  I sang better than I had ever sung
before.  There was a fantastic atmosphere in the
church that day, it was wonderful.  I came third in
that competition.  When I went up on the stage that
evening, I was not feeling good at all.  I was also
very aware that it was going out live on TV so my
legs were shaking, but anyway, I did it!  I felt my first
song was a little too slow, but I thought to myself,
right, I'm just going to go for it with this second song.  
I went back up on stage and I sang like an old
bodach from Barra singing and I thought to myself,
well, I hope they enjoyed that, I did my best.  I did
not think I was going to win at all.  I remember
thinking when they announced the result, this cannot
be right, something has gone wrong somewhere!  It
was a huge personal achievement for me and I am so
proud to have won the medal.

Do you still perform as a solo artist?
I occasionally sing now and again. I love singing and
have been trying to learn new songs during
lockdown. I have a very long list of songs which I
have been planning to learn for years and have been
trying to learn some of these.

If you had the choice to sing with anyone on
stage, who would it be?
If I had the choice, I would have loved to have sung
with my Grandfather. His voice and his style of
singing was just wonderful and I would love to, not
only sing on a stage with him, but to also spend time
with him, remembering all these different styles and
the things he taught me when I was young and have
now, to an extent, forgotten.
